SUU Volleyball Continues 2013 Season in Nebraska this Weekend

CEDAR CITY, Utah - Southern Utah University women’s volleyball will continue its 2013 cam-
paign this weekend when the team plays a trio of teams in the Omaha Marriott Classic. 
The T-Birds will face SIU Edwardsville, Bradley on Friday and Nebraska Omaha on Saturday.

SUU will look to bounce back from an 0-3 start last weekend after losses to Georgia South-
ern, South Alabama and Tennessee State to begin the year. The T-Birds only captured one 
set during the three matches despite leading late in a few frames.

Southern Utah’s libero, Sariah Pelaez, paced the Thunderbird defense with double-digit 
digs in all three matches and was named to the all-tournament team for her efforts. Kylie 
Schofield also started her year strong, leading the team in kills in all three matches.

The Thunderbirds will open the weekend against SIU Edwardsville on Friday at 11:00 a.m. 
and will follow that match with Bradley at 3:00 p.m. SUU will wrap up the tournament Satur-
day morning at 10:00 a.m. against Nebraska Omaha. Fans can follow each of the matches 
via live stat links that are anticipated to be available online at www.suutbirds.com.

Out with the Old, In with the New

Southern Utah University will open the 2013 season without four-year starters Analaine 
Mailoto and Cashaana Renfro at outside hitter and middle blocker who were both part of 
SUU’s first signing class in 2008.

Pelaez, as it opens the 2013 season.

Sibling Rivalries

Freshman Sariah Pelaez is the younger sister of SUU’s all-time leader in kills Analaine (Pelaez) 
Mailoto, but will be looking to secure her own records, playing as a defensive specialist.

Fellow freshman Joanna Christenson’s brother is the starting setter for USC’s men’s team.

Scouting SIU Edwardsville

SIU Edwardsville opened the season 0-3 with losses to Indiana State (3-2), Akron (3-0) and 
Auburn (3-0). The Cougars are hitting .079 as a team while averaging 10.45 kills, 13.18 digs 
and 1.73 blocks per set.

Individually, Kelsey Augustine leads the team in three categories, including kills (24), ser-
vices aces (four) and blocks (nine). Kaitlyn O’Reilly and Mallory Mangum have shared the 
setting duties with 49 and 48 assists, respectively. Chelsea Colclasure leads the team with 
51 digs.

This will be the first meeting between SIUE and SUU on the volleyball court.

Scouting Bradley

Bradley has opened the 2013 season with a 2-1 record after posting victories over Western 
Illinois (3-1) and Maryland Eastern Shore (3-0). The Braves’ lone loss came against Tennes-
see Martin (3-1). As a team, BU is hitting .238 and averaging 13.55 kills, 17.36 digs and 1.64 
blocks per set.

Individually Amy Angelos is leading the team in kills and blocks with 43 and 11, respectively. 
Lauren Zerante leads the team with 66 digs, with Jessica Teel and Melissa Hoerber sharing 
the setting duties with 61 and 58 assists, respectively.

This will be the first meeting between BU and SUU on the volleyball court.

Scouting Nebraska-Omaha

Nebraska-Omaha will enter the weekend with an overall mark of 1-2 after a season-open-
ing victory over Houston Baptist (3-1) and losses to UT Pan American (3-0) and Louisiana 
Lafayette (3-0). The Mavs are hitting .166 as a team and averaging 11.3 kills, 16.4 digs and 
2.5 blocks per set.

Individually, UNO is led offensively by Kelley Wollak with 32 kills on a team-high 101 attempts 
and is led defensively by Kimberly Bailey with 47 digs. Megan Schmale leads the team with 
12 blocks on the year with Michaela Schimmer and Bailey Baxter sharing setting duties with 
50 and 44 assists, respectively.

This will be the first meeting between UNO and SUU on the volleyball court.

Debby Baker

Debby Baker has 
already enjoyed a 
strong head coach 
career at Southern Utah 
University since bringing 
the program back in 
2009.  In her six years, 
five years of competi-
tion, Baker has led the 
Thunderbirds to a Sum-
mit League tournament 

and had athletes garner five all-conference, two 
all-freshmen team and one league freshman of 
the year award.

Southern Utah opened its first volleyball season 
since the 1988 season in 2009, posting a straight-
set victory over Delaware State (25-21, 25-21, 
25-20) and also opened its first game in the 
Centrum Arena with a 3-1 victory over IPFW (25-19, 
25-15, 19-25, 25-22).  Baker’s charges also opened 
the 2010 season with a straight-set victory over 
Murray State (25-22, 25-14, 25-23) en route to a 
season-best mark of 15-15, including a 12-6 record 
in conference play.  The record qualified the 
Thunderbirds for the fourth seed in the conference 
tournament in only the teams’ second year of 
competition.

Baker joined the Thunderbirds after six seasons with 
New Mexico State University where she served as 
an assistant coach and the Director of Volleyball 
Operations. During her time with the Aggies, 
NMSU compiled a 165-32 (.858) record with 20 
all-conference athletes, two conference titles and 
four NCAA tournament appearances. Baker was 
a strong recruiter for New Mexico State, signing a 
top-50 national class in 2003 and the 2005 Western 
Athletic Conference Freshman of the Year, Amber 
Simpson. Baker also did her part for her student-
athletes to succeed in the classroom with two 
athletes (Jackie Chio and Jordan Bostic) earning 
CoSIDA Academic All-American plaudits.

Prior to her stop in Las Cruces, N.M., Baker served 
as an assistant coach with the University of New 
Mexico during the 2001 season. She also served as 
a volunteer assistant coach at Utah State Univer-
sity during the 2000 season and at the College of 
Southern Idaho during the 1994 and 1995 seasons. 
During her time at CSI, Baker helped coach the 
Eagles to an NJCAA National Championship with 
a 62-3 record in 1994 and an undefeated season 
in 1995 with a 65-0 mark.

Baker played collegiately for the Aggies of Utah 
State (1992-1993) following an all-region career 
at the College of Southern Idaho (1990-1991). 
While in Logan, Baker earned Big West academic 
honors, graduating Cum Laude with a Marketing 
degree in 1994.

Baker is originally from Star Valley, Wyo. and is 
married to Jon Baker. The couple have one son 
together, Logan, and reside in Cedar City.
